What is NOISE Flicks? 
NOISE Flicks is a youth film festival initiative that began in March 2009. It is an initiative of South Dublin County Council Arts Office.

NOISE Flicks aims to showcase and celebrate the creative talent of young people in South Dublin County, ages 14 to 18. The festival also aims to provide an opportunity for young people to meet and hear from professionals in the filmmaking industry.

What can I submit for the Young Filmmaker Competition? 
Short films (2 -15 mins) of any type: drama, comedy, action, dance, documentary, or animation. 
We cannot accept films over 15 minutes long. Films must have been completed after September 2014 and not previously shown at NOISE Flicks. Films must have involved the direct input of young people in any of the following ways: idea, script, filming, editing. 

Selection will be based on input of young people; originality and creativity; strength of script/story; and quality and contribution of editing, camera work and directing to the overall story. Decisions will be made by a panel of judges. Judges’ decisions are final.

Films will be short-listed for screening at IMC Tallaght on Friday, April 24th 2015

Conditions for entry:
To be eligible for inclusion entries must be:
· Supplied on DVD only or send us a dropbox link noiseflicksfilmfestival2015@gmail.com.
· Made by 14 to 18  year old filmmakers or filmmaking groups 
· 2 - 15 mins in length. These times are inclusive of title and end credits.
· If your film is shortlisted we may require a new DVD or Mini-DV copy for screening purposes
· The films have been made since September 2014

Requirements:
· Entries from young people aged 14-18 from anywhere in Leinster. 
·  Group and individual filmmakers may submit films
· You can enter as many films as you like but please include only one film per DVD (This is to facilitate judging)
· Please submit at least one still image from your film on CD in JPEG format or via e-mail
· A “slug line” of 25 words or less that outlines the theme of your film
· South Dublin County Council reserves the right to use submitted entries to promote the aims of NOISE Flicks
· That you have permission for actors and location owners that your film can be screened and/or placed on the NOISE website
